The first cases of human infection with the highly pathogenic avian influenza virus H3MN1 occurred in
1887 in Hong Kong. This virus probably ariginated frem domestic poultry in that region. The current
outbreaks of the HSMA virus began in Asia in 2003. The H3MA virus was recently reported in birds in
Europe and Africa. This highly pathogenic virus has not been reperted in birds or humans in the
United States.

Avian Flu Symptoms in Humans
Range from fewver, cough, sore throat and muscle aches;
to diarrhea, eye infections, pneumonia and severe respirato-
ry diseases. The symptoms may depend on which virus
caused the infection but are often similar to those of human
seasonal influenza.
